Habitat for Humanity International marked a major 
milestone on October 3, 2011, when it dedicated its 
500,000th home in Kenya. Th e milestone home represents
the steady increase in Habitat for Humanity’s scale and 
scope to help more families in need of simple, decent, 
aff ordable housing. In 2005, Habitat International 
celebrated its 200,000th home. Six years later, Habitat 
International has more than doubled that number 
through new, rehabilitated, repaired and improved homes. 

HFH-MC has experienced a period of exciting growth along with Habitat International. Since 
2005 we have built or rehabilitated 44 homes and weatherized 32 properties, more than 
quadrupling the number of families served in Montgomery County in six short years.  

Next year we celebrate 30 years of building families, communities and hope and our work 
is not done. Th ere are countless families facing housing challenges in our community and 
we hope you will join us in off ering innovative and eff ective aff ordable housing solutions for 
families in need in our community.

Qualifi ed Montgomery County 
homeowners can apply for 
weatherization services from 
HFH-MC. Applicants must have 
a need for weatherization services, 
such as:

• air leakage from doors and/or  
 windows.
• high electricity, gas and water  
 bills despite conservation eff orts.
• uninsulated attic and/or 
 crawl spaces.

Additionally, applicants must be 
unable to aff ord to do the repairs
themselves. Applicants must be 
willing to partner with HFH-MC 
and contribute the required Sweat
Equity hours (up to 10 hours 
including homeowner education).
