In January 2008 HfH-MC launched its Women Build program
which is designed to engage and empower women in the work of Habitat and further the mission of HfH-MC.
HfH-MC held its first annual Women Build Week May 7-10, 2008 which included networking events, build days
and a reception.

Since its official creation in 1998, Women Build volunteers have
constructed more than 1,200 homes around the world. And more homes are being built each year. In 2006,
approximately 32,000 volunteers helped build an additional 160 Women Build houses. In 2007, more than 200
Women Build homes were completed.

HfH-MC Women Build Week 2009 will kick off Wednesday, May 6" with a happy hour open to everyone, in
partnership with the Blackfinn restaurant in Bethesda, a $5 donation to Habitat will get you half price drinks and
free appetizers. Throughout the week all women work crews will volunteer at HfH-MC’s rehab sites as a part of
HfH-MC’s Neighborhood Revitalization Program. A closing reception will be held on Saturday, May 9th at
Pyramid Atlantic’s Community Art Store in downtown Silver Spring.
